ORDINANCE NO.  79

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 9 OF NEW SEWICKLEY TOWNSHIP ENTITLED "AN ORDINANCE REGULATING PEDDLING WITHIN THE TOWNSHIP OF NEW SEWICKLEY, REQUIRING PEDDLERS TO OBTAIN LICENSES AND PRESCRIBING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION" BY REQUIRING PEDDLERS TO OBTAIN A LICENSE FROM THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS AND INCREASING THE LICENSE FEE AND BY INCURRING PENALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION THEREOF.

         

BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED by the Township of New Sewickley, Beaver County, Pennsylvania, and it is hereby enacted and ordained by authority of the same as follows:

          
Section I.  Section 3 of Ordinance No. 9 is hereby amended to read as follows:

          
SECTION 3.

          
Every person desiring to engage in peddling in the Township of New Sewickley shall first make application to the Board of Supervisors through the Office of the Secretary of the Township at the Municipal Building for such peddler's license.  If such person shall also be required to obtain a license from any County Officer he shall when making such application exhibit a valid County License.  Upon such application, such person shall give his name, address, his previous criminal record, if any, the name of the person for whom he is employed, if any, the type of goods, wares and merchandise he wished to peddle, the length of time for which he wishes to be licensed, the type of vehicles used, if any, and the number of helpers he has.  Provided, however, that where a person makes application for himself and one or more helpers, all applicable personal information hereinabove required shall be given for each helper and an individual license shall be required for each helper.  No license issued under this Ordinance shall be transferable (sic) from one person to another.

          
Section 2.  Section 4 of Ordinance No. 9 is amended to read as follows:

          
SECTION 4:

          
No license shall be issued under this Ordinance until a license fee in the sum of $25.00 per month or a fractional part thereof is paid to the Township Treasurer upon making such application.  Said license shall be renewed monthly during the continuation of the said sale.  All monies received as license fees shall be deposited by the Treasurer in the General Fund.
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Section  3.  Section 10 of Ordinance No. 9 is hereby amended to read as follows:

          
SECTION 10:

          
The members of the Police Department of New Sewickley Township shall supervise the activities of all holders of peddlers licenses.  The Township Secretary is hereby authorized to suspend any license issued under this Ordinance when he deems such suspension to be beneficial to the public health and safety or morals or for the violation of any of the provisions of this Ordinance or for giving false information upon any application or license hereunder.

          
Section 4.  Section 11 of Ordinance No. 9 is hereby amended to read as follows:

          
SECTION 11:

          
Any person who shall violate any of the provisions of this Ordinance or who shall fail to secure a license or renewal thereof shall upon conviction in a summary proceeding be fined not more than $200.00, and in default of payment of such fine shall be imprisoned in the County Jail for a period of not exceeding twenty (20) days.

          
This Ordinance shall take affect five (5) days after its adoption by the Board of Supervisors.
