NEW SEWICKLEY TOWNSHIP PRIVATE 

Ordinance No. 167

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 87 REGULATING THE PARKING OF VEHICLES AFTER SNOWFALLS IN THE TOWNSHIP OF NEW SEWICKLEY, BEAVER COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA AND PRESCRIBING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS


BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED, and it is hereby ordained and enacted by the Board of Supervisors of the Township of New Sewickley as follows:


Section 1.
Following the effective date of this Ordinance, it shall be unlawful to park, or allow any motor vehicle or other vehicle to remain in the cartway of any public street within the Township following the deposit or accumulation of ice or snow of one (1”) inch or greater in depth, until the snow has been completely plowed for the full width of the cartway.


Section 2.
Any person who shall violate any of the provisions of this Ordinance shall, upon conviction thereof, be liable to pay a fine of Fifteen ($15.00) Dollars for the first offense and not more than Fifteen ($15.00) Dollars for each subsequent offense.  A new and separate offense shall have been deemed to have been committed for each day such violation exists.  All fines imposed by this Ordinance are recoverable by summary proceedings before a District Magistrate, and upon recovery thereof, all such fines shall be paid into the treasury of the Township.  In default of the payment of any fine imposed by any District Magistrate under the provisions of this Ordinance, the offending person may be committed to jail for a period of one (1) day.
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Section 3.
In addition to the penalties hereinabove provided, the Township shall be authorized to remove, or cause the removal of, any vehicle violating Section 1. hereof, and to store said vehicle in a public garage or other place of safety selected by the Township.  The registered owner of said vehicle, if known, shall be notified in writing of the fact of said removal and the place of deposit of said vehicle, and that said vehicle may be reclaimed upon payment of the towing and storage charges.


Section 4.
Should any section or provisions of this Ordinance be declared by a Court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of this Ordinance as a whole, or any of the remaining parts thereof.


Section 5.
All prior inconsistent Ordinances are repealed.


Section 6.
This Ordinance shall be effective upon enactment.
