Horn, Dan Swartz, Lisa Bauman, Dave Bauman, Stephen Wolff and Larry Hough 
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	The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Supervisor Duane Rape and Fritz Retsch
Motion by Applequist, seconded by Giles, to approve the minutes of the April 3rd regular meeting and the April 11th special meeting as written.    Vote of 3 to 0 in favor.
Motion by Giles, seconded by Applequist, to pay the bills from the General Account, April 4th through April 30th for $168,502.34 and as of May 1st for $29,114.38 with the signing of the checks following the meeting.  Vote of 3 to 0 in favor. 

Motion by Giles, seconded by Applequist, to adopt Resolution No. 04-18 approving New Sewickley Township to become part of Beaver County’s Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Vote of 3 to 0 in favor. 
Motion by Applequist, seconded by Giles, to adopt Resolution No. 05-18 

approving the transfer of Restaurant Liquor License No. R-18659 into the Township for Guy’s Service, LLC.  Vote of 3 to 0 in favor.

Motion by Giles, seconded by Applequist, to send a congratulatory letter and certificate to Benjamin Wright from Troop 444, for receiving the prestigious honor of Eagle Scout.  Vote of 3 to 0 in favor.  
Manager Beighey advised that he will be meeting with Verizon later on in the week to discuss the Text Notification System and that he is also waiting on pricing from SAVVY CITIZEN.
Chief Leindecker announced that the Beaver County Police Memorial will be held on May 18, 2018 at the Beaver County Courthouse starting at 10:00 a.m.  
Police Chief Ronald Leindecker read the police department’s monthly report for April 2018, which included the number of police calls, vehicle maintenance, arrests and citations issued.
Pine Run Fire Department will be holding a meeting on May 7th at 6:30 p.m. for the purpose of discussing their new building if any supervisor would like to attend.
Motion by Giles, seconded by Happ, to accept the Beaver County Regional Council of Government bid for gasoline and award the bid to Reed Oil Company at a price of $2.08 per gallon. Vote of 3 to 0 in favor.  
Motion by Happ, seconded by Giles, to give the Road Department permission to obtain quotes for a 24’ trailer.  Vote of 3 to 0 in favor.  

Township Engineer, Heather Dodson, reported on the following:

· Baker submitted a second round of comments to the Township on the Cary Consolidation Plan and sealed the plan drawing.

· Baker contacted Richard Shoup, the surveyor, for the Heintz-Hoge Subdivision and requested him to identify a couple technical errors on the plan drawing prior to the Township recording the plan.
· A revised Castlebrook Plan was reviewed.  Baker requested a notation be added to the subdivision indicating Castlebrook wanting to delay subdividing the proposed duplex lots until the duplex units are constructed.  With edit, all Baker’s comments have been acceptably addressed.
· Baker sealed a revised land development plan drawing for ETP.

· Reviewed a Conditional Use Request from PennEnergy to construct Well Pad B07 & an Impoundment and submitted comments to Township and PennEnergy.  Baker is waiting for responses from PennEnergy.
· Reviewed another revised land development plan from Castlebrook and issued a second set of plan comments to the Township and Developer.  Baker is waiting for a response back from the developer. 
Chairman Happ announced that this was the last meeting that Jim Culler will be attending that he will be retiring.   On behalf of the Board Chairman Happ thanked Jim for all his years of service and dedication to the Township and told him how much he will be missed. 
The Planning Commission reviewed the Conditional Use Request made by PennEnergy for Well Pad B07.  Waiting for PennEnergy’s response.

Motion by Happ, seconded by Applequist, to set a public hearing for June 5th at 6:00 P.M. to hear PennEnergy’s Conditional Use Request to construct Well Pad B07.  Vote of 3 to 0 in favor. 
· The Recreation Board received the design for the amphitheater.

· Reminder of the Flea Market on May 12th from 8 am to 2 pm.
The Board received a copy of the building permits that were issued in the month of April.
